Quotes and paraphrases
The Easter morning service may be magnificent in how it tells the story of the resurrection, but it offers far less to the entire assembly than did the Vigil in enacting the meaning of the resurrection. 
Throughout the Three Days, we are not becoming biblical people in their time and place. Rather, we are becoming more and more our baptized selves. We are practicing what it means to be the body of Christ here and now. 
The task in our time for Easter Day is to design a superb simple Sunday service. It is hoped that each year a larger and larger percentage of the congregation will have joined together in the liturgies of the Three Days. 
Perhaps before the Easter service begins, the assembly can join in a sing-along so that even more hymns, both those dearly beloved and those newly composed, can help us enact the meaning of the day. It may be that a simple sing-along can more fully engage the whole assembly in the meaning of Easter than can their listening to anthems by several choirs. 
Planning for full participation in all of the readings and actions of the Three Days can become an impetus for the renewing of all the assembly’s worship. 
Luther reminds us never to claim too much for the church’s worship. Our faith, instead, is that God will save the world.
